Illustrations It is helpful if illustrations (JPEG, TIFF, etc.) are fairly high resolution (e.g. 300 dpi) and approximately the dimensions they will appear in the Journal; the maximum size an image can be reproduced is 10 cm wide x 17 cm high.

Fonts For English, please use Times New Roman 12 point (and Australian or UK spelling). For components in a contribution in non-English text please indicate the font used and if at all possible provide a hard copy in case the electronic version does not transmit properly or is corrupted at some point.

Please also be advised that length of a paper is customarily limited to 5,000 words (but a paper may be longer, up to 8,000 words or even more for special reasons).  A limited number of images, with a maximum of 6-8 in. black and white, may be reproduced but JOSA is primarily a text-focused journal. Articles  (but not memorial lectures) are assessed anonymously by two referees.
Book reviews are usually approximately 1,500 to 2,000 words in length (but may be longer if preferred).
Memorial lectures and other special lectures,  obituaries etc. are not subject to word length restrictions and are not refereed.
